✕  Weapons, firearms, ammunition, or 
any other dangerous projectiles,  
including BB guns, pellet guns,  
power-water guns, electric stun devices 
and replicas 

✕  Power strips and extension cords  
other than Fire Shield and Woods  
brand products†

✕  Any flammable or incendiary material 
including candles, incense, wax  
warmers, fireworks, or explosives

✕ Inflatable hot tubs

✕ Water beds

✕ Dart boards 

✕ Halogen lamps and heating lamps

✕ Space heaters and electric blankets

✕ Fish tanks larger than 10 gallons

✕ Pets other than fish
